Action taken against bullying in schools.

A. Edinburgh City Schools, (Scotland)
Schools in Edinburgh have to make a report every time bullying caused by discrimination against people from other countries, discrimination against gay people, sexism or discrimination against children who have physical problems is found. The information is used to decide what resources to use to handle the problem. In addition teachers and other staff have been told to take action, because the bullying not only is bad for school discipline, but is also affecting pupils' academic performance. In order to co-ordinate the anti-bullying policy, each school must employ an "anti-bullying and racism coordinator." If the bullying is very bad, the bullies may be either reported to the police or made to leave school.

B. Teignbridge Student Council
Teignbridge is the name of a school. At this school the student council has issued 7,000 cards which tell pupils where they can get help if they are being bullied. The cards have the telephone numbers of both Childline and The Samaritans, which are both charities. In addition they tell pupils how to contact the student council. According to the student council 50% of pupils say that they have been bullied, so it became very important to take some kind of action. The student council hopes that by using the cards, the victims of bullies will be able to speak out against the bullying at both a national and local level. The council is being supported by a famous TV personality, who also runs the charity, Childline.

C. The Anti-Bullying Campaign (ABC)
This is a government plan. Now all schools in Britain must have an anti-bullying policy by law. The government says that "Home-School Agreements" which all parents are expected to sign at the beginning of the school term can help to reduce bullying. Moreover they say that leadership from teachers is very important indeed. However another important way of helping to deal with the problem is by using students as counselors (Similar to The Gateshead Anti-Bullying Project). The main points of the government's policy are as follows: to advertise the anti bullying campaign very strongly so that it is very well known among both teachers and pupils, to make people more aware of bullying issues, to make sure that teachers treat bullying as a discipline problem, to train student counselors so that they are able to find solutions to problems and to call pupils who use the service "clients" rather than "victims."

D. Anger management courses for pupils 

Students at a school in the city of Bristol are being put through anger management courses and being trained in mediation skills as part of an anti-bullying plan. Both bullies and victims of bullying are encouraged to conduct their lives differently as a result. The project is called "CHIL" (Children Helping Inclusion by Listening). It is being run by concerned parents, and is partly funded by community partnerships. It is aimed at youngsters who have had difficulties in school due to behaving in a way which causes trouble, and aims to teach children to take responsibility for their actions. One 15 year old pupil who has been through the course said she used to shout and swear, but now she is able to calm down and enjoy school, and not have so many fights with other children.
